Leaf Sweep Program
Public Works offers a leaf collection program at no cost to you which will allow
you to dispose of your leaves.

The leaf pickup program will begin November 7 through 11, skipping the week of the 14th
through 18th, residents can still put leaves out up until November 20. Our final pickup will
begin November 21, crews will be out to pick up each section on garbage day.

THEY WILL NOT COME BACK AFTER THIS PASS.

Village Ordinance prohibits parking on the streets between the hours of 7:00
A.M. and 3:30 P.M. during the day of your garbage pickup.

All leaves must be out for the final pickup no later than November 20th there are
no exceptions.

In order for this program to be successful, we are asking all residents to follow the
guidelines that are listed below.

1. November 6th, you may start raking leaves over the curb onto the street. DO NOT
LEAVE THEM ON THE PARKWAY. Only leaves that are on the street will be swept
and picked up.

2. During these scheduled sweeping/ pickups we are asking all residents NOT to park on
the streets Monday through Friday from 7:00 A.M. to 3:30 P.M. Vehicles parked on the
street greatly reduce the success of the program.

After November 30th any leaves must be bagged using the brown yard waste bags with
the yard waste stickers. These will be picked up on the day of your garbage pickup. You
must follow these instructions in order to avoid a fine.

We greatly appreciate your continued cooperation and support. If you have any questions
regarding the program please contact the Village Hall at 758-3330.

Street Sweeping

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Police Department

Since we are in the heart of the political season both federal, state and soon to be local
elections I would like to take this opportunity to clarify that the Sauk Village Police
Department is a non-partisan, apolitical organization that does not endorse any political
party or person running for a political office. When I was a federal employee, we had to abide
by the Hatch Act of 1939, officially known as an "Act to Prevent Pernicious Political
Activities". The basic premise or purpose of the Hatch Act was to maintain a federal
workforce that is free from partisan political influence or coercion. As a federal employee,
we were prohibited to be a candidate for nomination or election to public office in a partisan
election. We could not use our official authority or influence to interfere with or affect the
result of an election in any way. We were also not allowed to use our official title or position
while engaged in political activity.

Being employees of the Village, we will abide by the current Sauk Village Employee
Handbook which states under Article 5, Section 6, "An employee may not participate in
political activities during work hours or when otherwise engaged in the performance of official
duties. No employee shall engage in any political activity while wearing a uniform required by
the Village. Unless restricted by State or Federal law, an employee may participate in
political activities on personal time. An employee of the Village elected to a position in the
Village shall be terminated on the first Monday following the election".

I want to be clear as a Police Department we will not engage in any political activities and will
enforce the laws to their fullest extent for anyone engaging in illegal political action.

I would like to take this time to discuss a meeting we had recently hosted at the Police
Department that was termed "Bridging the Gap". The premise of this meeting came from
President Barack Obama's Task Force on 21st Century Policing. In the report the Task Force
believe there has to be a trust between law enforcement agencies and the people they
protect and serve. As mentioned in the summary of the report, the trust is key to the
stability of our communities, the integrity of our criminal justice system, and the safe and
effective delivery of policing services. Trust and legitimacy happens to be the first of six
Pillars or main topic areas recommended by the Task Force to the President as action items
that need to be addressed.

In our meeting I chose to begin focusing on the first pillar with Trust and legitimacy. This
gave us, the police department, a chance to meet with the citizens in order for the
community to get a better understanding of what the Police Officers do on a daily basis. We
decided to make the setting an open forum where people had a chance to talk to an officer
outside of an environment that isn’t confrontational or stressful. The citizens who decided to
attend had great questions and ideas. Their concerns were legitimate and informative. The
problem we face in law enforcement today is we have to wear many "hats" and handle a
variety of issues that might have been traditionally handled by a social service agency. The
police are called upon to handle just about everything and we had great conversation with
those in attendance about those issues.

I found this first meeting to be very productive and plan on building upon what we began.
We are looking at several different scenarios where the police are more accessible to the
community. I believe this is a long term project that will take time but with the patience and
help of the community we can "bridge that gap".

As a reminder as we change
the time back 1 hour on at 2:00 A.M on Sunday,
November 6, 2016. When you change your clock
make sure you change the batteries in your Smoke
Detectors as well as your CO Detectors. It is very
important that you remember to do so. According to
American Red Cross, a working smoke alarm reduces
the chance of death in a fire by 50 percent

Also as we enter into the winter months if you already haven’t did so, please check

your furnaces. Make sure that they are working properly. Change your filters if needed.
Manufacturers typically recommend that the high-efficiency filters be changed every
three month. Also as the weather changing so are the roads please drive slow and arrive
safe.

The Sauk Village Fire Department is always accepting applications from men and women
who want to provide a valuable service to their community while trying to live up to these
demanding character traits. Getting started as a new firefighter in Sauk Village can open
doors to a rewarding career. If you are a Sauk Village resident 18 years or older, possess
a valid driver’s license, and are self-motivated and committed individual, we just might be
what you're looking for.
